In the Event of an Earthquake During Class

Ensure Physical Safety and Prevent Panic

In the event of an earthquake during class, say the following to your students:
1. “Stay calm!”

“Remain in this room! Do not go outside!”

“Open all doors!”

“Stay clear of windows! Be aware of objects that may fall down, ceiling lights or shelves!”

SIS

“Take shelter under your desks and protect your head with any available cushioning object!”

Automated Broadcast Announcement

e An automated announcement indicating the earthquake’s magnitude will be broadcast in the event
of an earth quake with a shindo level (magnitude) of 4 or greater.

¢ Remain in the classroom unless otherwise instructed. See procedure for evacuation below.

After the Earthquake has Subsided

Determine the Status of the Situation by asking the following:

1. “Is anyone injured?”

2. “Is there any broken glass, or any other broken objects in the room?”

If there are no injuries or damage, you may resume your class.

If Instructed to Evacuate

In the event an evacuation is required, say the following to your students:

1. “We are going to evacuate to the Sports Ground!” (See reverse side of this paper for directions).

2. “You must use the stairs! DO NOT use the elevators.”

3. “Remain calm once we begin moving. DO NOT run.”

4. “Cover your head with a bag, backpack or similar object. There may be falling objects.”

After confirming that all students have vacated the classroom, proceed to the evacuation area. Note well that

there will be supervising staff stationed in each building and on every floor providing evacuation assistance.

After an evacuation
Once you have made sure that you and your students are safe, please follow the instructions by those in charge.

Do not leave the Sports Ground (or designated safe area) until authorized. To avoid injury from secondary
disasters (injuries from accidents, fires, building collapse, or road collapse etc.), please do not leave the campus

until you are notified that it is safe to leave.

Reporting injury or concerns
e Ifinstructed to evacuate, report any injuries or damage to the supervising staff stationed on your floor.
